The Employment Expo will also be supported by education services, who will be on hand to
provide advice to potential employees regarding the training and qualifications they might
require to take advantage of the job opportunities presented, or to help plan their future
careers.

In supporting this initiative, Mr Dan Douglass, Chief Executive Officer of Heathcote Health,
said, “This event provides a tremendous opportunity for local jobseekers from the Heathcote
and district region to connect with local and regional employment and training providers and
employers, and we look forward to learning more about how we can support employment and
training pathways for job seekers living in our sub-region.”
